Advanced Practice

“Advanced nurse practitioners are highly experienced and educated members of the care team who are able to diagnose and treat your healthcare needs or refer you to an appropriate specialist if needed”  (NMC 2005)
Nurse/Therapy Specialists need to play a prominent role in developing healthcare services.  Policy changes over the last few years have provided a platform for nurses and therapists to influence and pioneer role/service redesign.  Therefore the concept of advanced practice can assist with articulating personal and professional development, whilst demonstrating commitment to improving patient care.
