The BIG Norgine Award is for a project or an idea that makes a positive contribution towards bowel care.

Examples of such could include:

· Innovative clinical practice or concept

· Combined clinics

· Outreach clinics

· Working with industry

· Funding initiatives

· Health promotion

· Patient leaflet

· Audit of care / service

· Benchmarking initiative 

· A research proposal but only if it has already obtained NHS ethics committee approval

Judging:  Three nominated members of the BIG will judge the award.  A member of Norgine will be invited to be part of the judging panel.  Judges will not be eligible to enter the award.

Winner: The winner of the award will be announced at the 2011 ACA conference and will receive a cheque for £1000. There is an expectation that the successful applicant will present their application at the following BIG meeting and disseminate their work through ACA publications.

Criteria: 

· Full ACA member

· Must be bowel care related

· Official application form must be completed

· Word count as per application form

· Work must actually be happening or completed (proposals for a new piece of work will not be considered)

· Individuals or teams may apply
