6. Patient perspective, qualitative research evidence.
All case study submissions should:

· Include a front title page – name and details should only appear on this page

· Respect patient confidentiality

· Avoid mentioning the manufacturer or distributer of any  product by name

· Include a literature review

· Make practice recommendations referring to current research / literature 

· Use Harvard referencing system

· Use 12 font / double spaced

· Adhere to the 2000 word limit (only 10% over is allowed)
